1. Whatis CASHNet?

CASHNet is the University’s new online billing and payment processor. CASHNet allows
students and authorized users to pay tuition, room and board, health insurance and fees
online. Also, through CASHNet, students and authorized users will be able to enroll in the
Student Loan Installment Plan and to view the student e-bill.

2. What are CASHNet hours?
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How to Pay with Your Credit or Debit Card:

Log into Banner Web, and enter your User ID# (Student ID#) and Pin and then click “Login”.
Click on “Tuition and Fees Online Payments”.

Click on “Make a Payment”.

Enter the Payment Amount in the appropriate term and then click “Continue”.

9. Will the online bill notification be only sent to the student’s email?

University’s email account. Authorized users who have been established by the student will
also receive an email notification.

Students have the option to designate another party, such as a parent, to view and pay
student bills. This third party will receive their own log-in information by email upon being
authorized by the student. The authorized user will be notified via email that the student’s
e-bill is available for viewing.
